Arm Bands will be provided for officials and coaches only.
Each swimmer is required to identify them self at the entrance gate for the meet where there will be
a list with the names of all participating swimmers. Students whose names are not on the Meet
Entry List will have to pay the prescribed entry fee.
Each school entering less than 10 swimmers must provide a minimum of one (1) timekeepers per
session. Schools entering 10 — 19 swimmers must provide at least two (2) timekeepers per
session and Schools entering 20 or more swimmers must provide at least four (4) timekeepers per
session. PLEASE NOTE:
THE NAMES OF THE REQUIRED SCHOOL VOLUNTEERS MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH
THE ENTRIES (SCHOOL ARM BANDS WILL NOT BE ISSUED UNTIL THE NAMES ARE

FINA Starting rule SW4 will apply - Any swimmer starting before the starting signal has been given,

shall be disqualified.

MARSHALLING

There will be no Marshalling area for the meet. The next heat must be behind the blocks while the
current heat is in progress.

The coaches are responsible to get their swimmers to the starting block. It is the responsibility of the
swimmer to swim in the correct lane and heat assigned to him. If a swimmer swims in the wrong
lane or heat then the swimmer will automatically be disqualified.

Once the swimmers are under the starter's orders and he/she has taken control of the race (after
second whistle) no swimmer may then enter the race. If this occurs the swimmer may be disqualified

and not allowed to swim.
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ENTRIES AND RESULTS

1. Competitors will only be allowed to swim in their respective Age Group. If competitors swim outside
their Age Group the offending school will be disqualified from the competition.
2. Substitutions will not be allowed in both individual and relay events. Only the named swimmer

entered in the respective event will be allowed to compete. Schools found in violation of this will be
disqualified from the competition.

3. All swimmers entered must be registered with their School.

4, All scratches, name corrections and checking of the original entry are to be done upon receipt of

Team’s entry via email. It is therefore incumbent on schools to monitor email for entry files.

Absolutely no deck entries and times trials will be allowed.

6. Relay cards are in duplicate, the original must be handed in to the Recorder 30 (thirty) minutes
before the start of the first event of the session; the copy must be handed to the Head Lane Time
Keeper at the beginning of the event. Any change must be made at least four (4) events prior to the
scheduled event number, after that on presentation of a medical certificate. The swimmers must be
named in order of swimming in accordance with FINA rules.

7. No late entries will be accepted unless in very extreme circumstances at the discretion of the Meet
Referee.

AWARDS AND POINTS

1. Paints for each event will be awarded as follows: 9, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 for places 15! to 8" respectively
for individual events. For relays the points will be awarded for the 15t to 8" places: 18, 14, 12, 10, 8,
6, 4, 2. Points will be awarded separately for the 17& Over (High) and Tertiary Institutions

2. Mayberry Medals will be awarded for places first to third for each event. Medals will be awarded
separately for the 17 — 18 (High) and Tertiary Institutions.

3. A Male and Female High Point Trophy will be awarded to the individual that scores the most points
in each age group (excluding Universities).

4, The following trophies will be awarded:

There will be a trophy for the Prep/Primary school that wins the female and/or male division
There will be a trophy for the school that wins the High/Junior High School Female and Male
division (there will be no trophy for the overall winning school in the High/Junior High schools
section);
There will be a trophy for the overall winning Tertiary Institution.
A Mayberry Spirit Trophy will be awarded to the School that displays the best “spirit” throughout
the day e.g. team cheering, sportsmanship etc. One trophy will be awarded on each day of
competition
